This stage can last from a few days to several weeks and can occur anytime during this period. A puppy W
test her wings. She may challenge you in an attempt to resolve the question of leadership. She may not con
when called( although she used to). She may not play fetch even though she once did.

She will be uncomfortable because her adult teeth are growing in. It is because of this stage that prevention
over cure is advocated-you must start socializing and trainindpefore now! When you notice a change in your
dog during this time, she is probably going through his "flight instinct”" period. Like a teenager going through
puberty, your puppy is changing physiologically. Your awareness of these changes in behaviour will help g€
you through this commonly difficult period.

This is the time when obedience schools get most of their calls for help . Puppies that have not been socializ
and worked with take a different path in life than pups that have not had that socialisation and teaching.

At around 6 months, your pup will experience a second fear period. She may suddenly become apprehensiy
about new things, or shy or timid of new peopl e
NOT mollycoddle or reassure, either ignore or distract the pup.
